Introduction of the Great Books Seminar
into the College Liberal Arts Curricula

The present paper tries to consider theory and practice of the liberal arts curricula in
Japanese colleges with a view to re-evaluating college education as a place of “Bildung”.

After an overview of history and meaning of liberal arts education of the Western world, we
make a brief examination of the “Great Books Seminar” established and fostered by Mortimer J. Adler,
which embodies the spirits of the traditional liberal arts education in the modern society.

From the perspective of Adler's “Great Books Seminar”, we try to construct a model-program
of a dialogue-style seminar in order to apply the liberal arts methods into the college curricula in Japan.
We present 1) the general theme: “language, thought, humanity”, 2) the program and texts, 3) themes of
each session, and 4) goal ideas.

As a result, we are supposed to come to the following conclusion: Through a discussion of texts on a
very limited theme, we are able to aim at a more universal and general problem to be solved, recognize
the value of what cannot be seen, and, consequently, seek for effective motivation and learning-to-learn

methodology for continuing education in order to build a “learning society”.
